The hour when
supplications are
accepted and
responded to on
Jumu ah is said to
be the last hour
before sunset.

The Prophet, sallallaahu

"From one Jumu’ ah prayer
to the (next) Jumu ah
prayer are expiations for
the (sins) committed in
between (their intervals);
provided the major sins are
not committed."
